Additional Restrictions Grant - Payments made!

Although some AVA member's claims are still waiting to be confirmed, a larger number of business
have received this grant from their Local Authority. It was set up "to help those businesses which —
while not legally forced to close — are nonetheless severely impacted by the restrictions. This could
include: businesses which supply the retail, hospitality, and leisure sectors."

Make
sure that your Operators and Engineers are
carrying a Key Worker letter. You will find a
template letter on the AVA website here (AVA
Business Support Service — AVA (the-ava.com)).
